Science:


We will be looking at …


the shapes and relative sizes of the Earth, Sun and Moon. Using models they learn how the three bodies move relative to each other and how these movements relate to night and day. 


Experimental and investigative work in this unit focuses on: 


• making observations and recognising patterns in first hand and secondary data 


• representing data in graphs. 


Work in this unit offers opportunities for children to relate scientific knowledge and understanding to familiar phenomena e.g. day length, year length and to consider scientific evidence about the Earth, Sun and Moon. 
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Other themes:


History/Geography


Investigating the local area and uses of land. Understanding a variety of map scales and symbols


Information Communication Technology  –  Spreadsheets.  Inputting simple formulae.  Creating graphs.   Using a spreadsheet to calculate a running balance


Religious Education –Judaism - studying the Torah and what it means to Jews. Visiting a local synagogue.


Design & Technology – Shelters: Designing and making a product, looking at joining techniques.


French – Expressing likes and dislikes; clothes


Personal, Social & Health Education – Drug awareness: to be aware of the difference between medicine and drugs
